Navigational Notes # 8 Morse Code

Morse Code is best acquired by starting with a single dot (e) or a single dash (t) and then placing addition dots
and dashes with these original characters. Thirteen (13) letters start a dot and thirteen (13) letters start with a
dash.

(e) dot (a) dotdash (w) dot dash dash (j) dot dash dash dash
(r) dotdash dot (p) dot dash dash dot
(1) dot dash dot dot (i) dot dot (u) dotdotdash (f) dotdotdash dot
(s) dot dot dot (v) dotdotdotdash (h) dotdotdotdot

(t)dash (n)dashdot (k)dashdotdash (y)dash dotdash dash

( ¢ ) dash dot dash dot (d) dashdotdot ---> (x) dash dot dot dash

(b) dash dot dot dot (m) dashdash (g) dashdashdot (q) dash dash dot dash
(z) dash dash dot dot (o) dash dash dash

Watch your timing, my first practice S O S was copied as"ST T T S". Hold the dots down for one (1) count
and hold the dashes down for three (3) counts. At rest position (off position) remain at rest for one (1) count
between characters, two (2) counts between letters and four counts (4) between words.

All numbers contain five (5) characters and start withadot 1 23 4 5 oradash 6 7 8 9 and 0 (zero).

6 dash dot dot dot dot
1 dot dash dash dash dash 7 dash dash dot dot dot
2 dot dot dash dash dash 8 dash dash dash dot dot
3 dot dot dot dash dash 9 dash dash dash dash dot

Morse Code is used by some Amateur Radio Operators, is used in Aviation and is still being used in the
Marine Environment. Aviation Navigational Aids such as VORs and NDBs constantly transmit "their identity" in
Morse Code. Fairway Buoy's Light flashes in Morse Code sequence for the letter "A" (dot dash). A strobe light
on an Exploration Vessel flashes Morse Code "U" (dot dot dash). Passage Island Light has a Racon (RAdar
beaCON) that identifies this light with the Morse Code letter "G" (dash dash dot) displayed on your Vessel's
Radar Screen. As Passage Island is in U.S. Waters, reference this light through the United States Coast
Guard's Light List.
