City of Thunder Bay Marina Access Details for 2010 

Revision: March 15, 2010 

 
The following marina access details have been provided by the TBYC representatives of the 
Marina Advisory Committee and will hopefully help planning of owner and crew access while the 
marina is under construction. 
 
1. Boaters-only parking will be available in the south parking lot, adjacent to the Marina Services 
Building and launch ramps. 
 
2. Only vehicles with a boater's pass will be allowed in the parking lot. There will be only 1 boater 
pass issued per boat. Crew will have to park outside the marina (across Water Street). 
 
3. From the boaters-only parking lot there will be a pedestrian corridor allowing access to Pier #1 
and Pier #2; crew can walk through the lot, along the pedestrian corridor onto Pier #1 & Pier #2. 
 
4. For boats on Pier #3, there is no pedestrian corridor between Pier #2 & Pier #3. If a boater 
parks in the boaters-only parking lot, they will have to walk along Water St to the Camelot 
pedestrian access to the north parking lot (adjacent to the festival area and skate park) through 
the parking lot to a pedestrian corridor that leads to Pier #3. 
 
5. As it stands now, there will be only 2-hour parking permitted in the north parking lot during the 
day. This will apply to people with a boater's pass as well, although this will be reviewed further 
and could change if the slips on Pier #3 are not completely filled. (For 2010, the City is interested 
in moving boats from north Pier #3 to spaces on Piers #1 and #2 made available by people 
choosing not to put their boats in the water this year. This will help to reduce congestion related 
to parking and access in the north part of the park). 
 
6. North parking lot will be closed Wednesday evenings for the Concerts in the Park program. 
Racers on Pier #3 will have to find alternate parking arrangements Wednesday nights, likely on 
Water Street, and then walk through the north parking lot to gain access to their boats. The City 
Manager has indicated a willingness to look at options including a shuttle service to assist boater 
access. The Parks Division will review options as more information is available on how many 
boats will be in the water this summer.
