Nautical Notes  # 3 

  What is a seiche?  A seiche is the oscillation of the surface of a lake (similar to vertical tide movement in 

the ocean) but measured in inches as compared to feet.  Caused by barometric pressure differences, such 
as a high and/or a low pressure system located over a large lake such as Lake Superior, lake level 
fluctuations can be recorded by sensitive level metering instrumentation.
